Council Member Griffith:

Scrap the ditches, look at the drainage, reduce the space being used to 60' down; look at

width of easements; go to curb and gutter with 28' wide road and a single sidewalk; has

appearance concerns; save as many trees as possible, and have a third-party independent

construction manager and inspection.

Council Member Carpenter:

Consider concrete curb and gutter; see less of right-of-way used; explain a hybrid curb and

gutter that has a high point midway down; drainage; use less width, do not consider 28'

width - too narrow; no asphalt, and redesign Bace to not have parking on the South side.
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
